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turn things around, adapt to these rising costs, and keep our doors open. 

 

Running a village pub right now is a battle, but we are actively fighting it. The best way to 

support us and ensure The Fox remains a part of this community is simple: please continue to 

visit us, support our events, and drink or dine with us whenever you can.
